• Provide monthly updates to the Church Pastor and Head of the Education 

Department on the progress of the youth ministry. 
• Attend Church Council meetings if involvement in youth ministry matters is 

required.

• A lifestyle consistent with the biblical qualifications for leaders (1 Timothy 3:1–13; 
2 Timothy 2; Titus 1:5–9). 

• Understanding of and commitment to the church’s doctrinal beliefs and mission. 
• Willingness to uphold and serve in accordance with the Church Constitution. 
• Experience in youth ministry and pastoral care is preferred. 
• Willingness and ability to minister to people of diverse ethnic, cultural, and socio-

economic backgrounds. 
• Must pass a background check and have legal working status in accordance with 

labor regulations. 
• Strong written and verbal communication skills.
